Region IV at the University of 
North Carolina – Greensboro.

The College celebrated the grand 
opening of the Patriot’s Point Athletic 
Complex in Mt. Pleasant, following a 
$3-million renovation to a hospitality 
deck, seating for 2,000 spectators and a 
3,000-square-foot indoor practice facility.
