To further strengthen the relationship between the S.C. Historical Society and the College’s Addlestone
Library, the society pledged $500,000 in 2013 to support modifications that will accommodate the housing
of the society’s materials, exhibitions and personnel costs to manage the sizeable collection. The society is
the state’s oldest and largest private repository of books, letters, journals, maps, drawings and photographs
about South Carolina history. In 2015, the society plans to transfer its holdings to the College.

THE COCA-COLA FOUNDATION FUELS FIRST GENERATION SCHOLARS

The College of Charleston received a $100,000 grant from the Coca-Cola Foundation to establish
the Coca-Cola First Generation Scholars Program. It is the first scholarship program devoted to
ensuring access for highly qualified first-generation students at the College. Five South Carolina
students receive $5,000 per year for four years to assist with tuition and fees. They will also fulfill a
contract committing them to frequent financial and career workshops, academic support services,
civic engagement and cultural development - all to achieve the ultimate goal: graduation.
